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STORIES/THINGS I’VE SEEN GOD DO THIS PAST MONTH  

Praise God from whom all blessings flow!  We’ve seen people come to know the Lord this month.   We baptized 7 people on Sunday July 16th.  It was a wonderful time of joy and celebration.  Each person has a story, but let me tell you just a few of their stories.

Scott and Sharyn are parents who started bringing their child to My Morning Out and Parents’ Night Out.  Then they started coming to church.  Scott comes from a Catholic background.  He said that he felt so welcome in our church.  He said for the first time in his life he actually understood what was going on.  He said that he loved what he calls (group karaoke).  I laughed out loud.  We use an overhead projector for music on Sunday mornings and Scott calls that our group karaoke time!  I asked Scott to share his spiritual history.  I asked Scott if he’d ever asked Christ to come into his heart.  He said he hadn’t.  I then asked him if he was ready to do it.  He was!  All this happened at about 9:30 p.m. on Friday night at Parents’ Night Out.  The Bible says that “a little child shall lead them” and it is very true here in Tahoe City.  We start by loving the kids, serving the parents, and then building relationships with parents in the hopes of sharing our greatest joy, Jesus Chris.  Scott and Sharyn are a young couple that are very connected to other parents in our community.  My prayer is that they will help other young couples come to know the Lord.  When I said this to Sharyn after the baptism she started crying.  God had already laid several of her friends on her heart.      

Spencer started coming to Big A Club when he was 6.  He is now 15 and is in the youth group.  He helps us with Parents’ Night Out, carnival day, and whenever else we need help.  We’ve been praying for Spencer to come to know Christ for a long time.  Many people, including me, have sown seeds of God’s love in his heart.  His Dad asked for some of Pastor Dan’s sermons last year because he wanted to know what his son was hearing.  His Mom is American Indian and has some problems with Christian beliefs.  The last night of church camp Spencer realized that the only thing keeping him from asking Jesus into his heart was him.  He asked Jesus into his heart and we are very excited to see what God will continue to do in this young man’s life.  

Heather is a youth who comes from a broken home.  Heather and her Mom moved in with her aunt who became a Christian a few years ago here.  The aunt asked if she could go to youth camp.  We said, “of course.”  When Heather returned home she called our youth pastor and said she wanted to become a Christian.  Our youth pastor and another youth volunteer talked with her and she asked Christ to come into heart on the beach on Saturday night.

As I looked at these stories I realized that none of these stories happened overnight.  We are to be faithful, day in and day out, planting the seeds of God’s love and mercy into people’s lives.  I pray that we will be faithful to love and serve people until they can’t help but love Jesus!  Our good works are not so that we can be glorified but so that people will glorify the Father who is in heaven.  

· Big A Club is going very well.  We had 122 children on carnival day, 104 on water day, and 98 on piñata day.  We are consistently having 70-90 children each day.  We have a good staff this summer.  They are growing in Christ and in their confidence as teachers.

· Parents’ Night Out hasn’t been as big as it was in the school year.  However, more tourists and second homeowners are finding us and that is great!    

· We sat down and figured out that if a child came to Big A Club every day that we offer it, they’d get as many Bible stories as they would if they came to Sunday School every Sunday for a year.  We are in no way trying to replace church or Sunday School.  However, most of the children and families who come to the programs don’t go to church anywhere.  The parents are bringing them because they need childcare.  We are meeting the felt need (child care) so that we can tell them about their real need (Jesus Christ.)  We are trying to get God’s word into the children and love them and their families until they want to know about this amazing God that we serve.  He promises that His word will not return void and we trust Him to keep His promises.   

· We are practicing for our children’s musical.  It will be August 2.  The parents will come and hear about Jesus because their children are singing and doing drama.  

· Jennifer, one of our semester missionaries from this past semester got approval from her church to start an after school program at her church in IL.  

· April Bondurant, a summer missionary here for two summers is working on getting PNO started at her church in MS.
