We’d been to the beach and the kids had gotten into the water.  Lake Tahoe gets its water from melted snow so the water is always very cold, even in August!  (Last night it was 42 degrees and today it was 82 degrees with 13% humidity.)  Josh, a kindergartener comes out of the Lake and he’s shivering from head to toe.  The teacher asked, “Are you cold Josh?”  Josh replied, “No, I have my shoes on!”  
One of our August groups was out in Lake Tahoe being the lifeguard while the children were swimming.  She said, “Yeah, I found a warm spot!”  I laughed and said, “That’s not necessarily a good thing with all of these kids in the water!”  (Think about it!)  

Hunter, who will start kindergarten next week, continues to amuse us.  Here are some of our favorite Hunter moments this month.  

· Hunter looked at one of his teachers and said, “Hey puddin’ pants!  Wanna dance?”
· A teacher asked Hunter, “What do you want to be when you grow up?”  He answered, “A burglar!”

· “Hunter was looking sad and the teacher asked, “What’s wrong Hunter?”  Hunter said, “You don’t want to know!”
· Hunter said, “My Mom’s on a bread diet because she can’t fit into her swimsuit!”

· The teacher asked, “What’s disobedience?”  Hunter said, “That’s when you walk on a dead man’s grave.  No, wait a minute, that’s disrespect.”  

Favorite things I’ve seen God do this month:

It’s been a wild, crazy, but good month.  We’ve had 3 fires on the North Shore of Lake Tahoe in the past three weeks.  

· The Lake Forest fire happened about 3 miles east of the church and where I live.  It was started by an illegal campfire.  It was quickly contained.  I had the children on the beach that day and we watched the helicopters dump water on the fire.  I thought to myself, “Well at least we are already at a very safe place.”  

· This past Saturday there was another fire about 3 miles west of the church and my home.  This one burned 5 homes.  They had helicopters, tankers, tons of firefighters, and other government agencies there immediately.  This was the day that our new semester missionaries and a group from LA and GA arrived.  Our church was on call to be the secondary evacuation center.  Since the firemen and community did such a great job no one needed to spend the night.  We did have a mom, her child, and a dog come to our 

playground to kill time while they were evacuated.  Several homes were evacuated because the winds were bad that day.  My roommate and I gathered up all of the things we wanted to take with us and put them in the front hallway “just in case” we were evacuated.  Praise the Lord they contained the fire!  

· This past Wednesday I had taken two of the big vans and our new missionaries down to Reno to do a big shopping trip for the programs for food, toilet paper, etc. There was a fire in Truckee near Donner Summit.  I-80 was shut down for awhile in both directions.  By God’s providence we were able to get home the back way.  In all of these fires we had church members and parents of our children close to the areas affected by the fires.  Several of our children also have parents who are firefighters.  We’ve been checking on people and helping out in as many ways as possible.  We probably have another 6-8 weeks before it will snow so we would greatly appreciate your continued prayers for God’s provision and protection.    

We had our children’s musical and slide show on August 1.  We had over 80 children singing about Jesus!  I cried as I looked at their sweet faces and saw God at work.  Most of these children don’t come from Christian homes and yet there they were singing their hearts out about Jesus!  Their parents were even singing along!  The gospel was proclaimed and hearts were touched.  Yesterday, we received a check for $500 from one of the parents.  She doesn’t come to church but wants to help us pay off the church/ministry center.  She has experienced God’s love and wants to give.  

We had a huge summer of Big A Club and A+.  There were many days that we had over 100 children.  God is good.  We said good-bye to our summer missionaries on August 4.  Since then we’ve had three one week groups from GA, LA, and AL who have come and shared God’s good news with our children.  Our semester missionaries have arrived and are in orientation this week.  Next week school our preschool and school age programs start.  We’re tired but it’s a good tired.  As one of our missionaries a few years ago said, “I like going to bed tired at night.  I know that I’ve given all that I had to God that day!”  

We have a baptism coming up on September 9 and we are already having people talking to us about Jesus and about baptism.  Please pray for these conversations and that people might come to know Jesus!  We tell people that you can become a Christian any time and any day.  However, since Lake Tahoe is so cold we baptize in the lake, June-early October!  Thank God we don’t believe that baptism saves you or we’d have to get in the water year round!  (
I met Amy on the beach last week.  One of our volunteers pointed her in my direction.  She saw all the children come to the beach and wanted to know about the programs.  She is from San Francisco but they come up several times a year.  She couldn’t believe that we would take care of her children and that she could just drop in!  Apparently, in San Francisco there are huge waiting lists for child care.  She asked me why we did this and I got to share Jesus with her.  I told that that God told us to love one another and serve one another and that taking care of children seemed like a great place to start doing that.  I’ve e-mailed information to her and hope to see her next time she’s in town.  

Two people from different parts of the country have contacted me about starting Parents’ Night Out in their churches.  Both of them found us through the web site.  It really is amazing how we can communicate with each other these days.  (O.k. that sounded like I’m a dinosaur old lady but sometimes that’s how I feel in this age of instant communication!)  

God has been good to us through our church people and second home owners these past couple of months.  We are about $44,000 away from paying off the church building/ministry center that we built 5 years ago!  To God be the Glory great things He has done!  

Program Updates:
We had a very low month of boxes sent in and checks received.  I’m hoping that what happened is your life has just been crazy like mine.  Last night I finally packed up two boxes of ink jets and cell phones and then I called the shipping request in today.  We also have another box halfway full.  I’m sure we’ll bounce back next month when school gets started and we all get back into a routine again.  However, it would be wonderful if you’d make another announcement in your church and help us get the word out as you have associational meetings and state conventions.     
On a brighter note, you can see that we went raised over $40,000 so far through the Empties4cash program.  You can also see that we are very close to the $25,000 mark toward the first house!  I continue to believe that God is going to provide houses for future missionaries and staff through this effort.  I pray that you too will believe God for this dream!
