Prayer requests/Favorite things I’ve seen God do this month:

Both brothers love music and have gotten their Dad to come to church for the children’s Christmas musical practice.  Dad had previously dropped out of church for years.  However, Dad can see God at work in these children.  We were having our church wide Thanksgiving dinner and service.  I was leading music.  I looked up and Aidan is singing, “How Great Thou Art.”  He was singing with such joy and enthusiasm I almost started crying.  Truly the little children are teaching me and their parents about God!

We are continuing to work on recruiting for the Heavenly Valley ski ministry opportunity.  Some days it doesn’t look like it is going to happen.  Then we hear of others who might be interested in serving as ski chaplains at South Shore.  We are cutting it close time wise.  Henry Blackaby was teaching and said “God’s never late”.  His wife laughed and said, “Yes, but He’s never early either!”  We know that God’s timing is perfect and that all of this is in His hands.  I am to be faithful and do my part by doing what I lovingly call my “Ministry of Harassment!”  Ha!
