I was working with Josh Brown and we were doing homework.  He was bragging about how good he was at homework.  I said, “Put your money where your mouth is and let’s get going!”  He replied, “Fortunately, I’m broke!”   

Nell was working with some of our 3rd graders on homework.  The story was about the Indian Chief Geronimo.  When Nell asked them if they remembered the name of the Indian Chief they said his name was Origami!  Sometimes I would love to get inside of their heads and see what is going on!

Favorite things I’ve seen God do this month:

Ryan is now in his mid-20’s.  He became a Christian at A+ when he was in the 4th grade.  He has graduated from college and now works as an engineer here in Tahoe City.  He helped to organize a “Snowboarders for Christ” chapter here.  They have waxing nights with food and invite snowboarders who are not Christians to attend.  This past week a young man became a Christian.  Seeds planted bear fruit and then they plant and reap more fruit.  Another young man that we had in A+ when he was a child has attended and has expressed interest in Jesus.  Please pray that Stephen will accept Jesus.  
We have started our worship services at six different ski areas each Sunday.  At Diamond Peak a 6th grade boy has been there the past two weeks.  He lives in Incline and doesn’t go to church but wanted to try it out so he’s been to the services twice.  It was encouraging to him and to our ski chaplains.  On the back of all of our literature it tells how to become a Christian.  Please pray that this young man will continue to come to the services and come to know Jesus.  The cross is visible to all who ski by and it makes people think about Jesus.  I pray that our lives will also make people think about Jesus.  I had a big reminder one Sunday about the need for Jesus as I went to ski ministry.  I got out of my car in the parking lot at the ski area.  The car next to mine had the radio blasting.  The song playing was “Highway to Hell!”  I smiled at our God who reminded me that day how important it is that we “Go Tell It On the Mountain!”  
Yreaka, CA Parents’ Night Out had 2 at their first PNO and 7 at their second.  You might look at those numbers and wonder if it was worth it.  It was!  They already have seen one person and her son from PNO come to church the following Sunday morning. It is always worth it when you serve Jesus.  Some people look at numbers.  I would encourage you to “keep on keeping on” and Jesus will change lives for His glory.
We had our children’s Christmas musical.  In God’s sense of humor it was a blizzard the night before and we woke up to 1.5 feet of new snow.  All of our speaking parts and singing parts showed up and they were even on time.  This qualifies as a miracle in my book.  The stage was crowded with children and the auditorium was full of people who don’t go to church anywhere.  The children sang their hearts out and parents were laughing and crying.  I love working with children.  God is so clear in their laughter, joy, and love.  We have had several parents start attending church this past semester.  It is so exciting to see “a little child lead them.”
Our God heard our cry and your prayers for semester missionaries for this semester.  We got all that we needed.   (The last two contacted me within two weeks of when they were to arrive.)  We also found one more student who is either going to work this semester at Mission Arlington or Mission Houston.  God is abundant in His provision.

Christmas Eve was wonderful.  We had one service at one of our ski areas.  Three volunteers led that service and we had 126 people attend that service.  We also had three services at our church.  I lead the music at all three of those services.  The Christmas Eve services are some of my favorites of the whole year.  I get to see former kids who are in college or married with kids return home.  It is a time of joyful reunion and a remembrance of our Emmanuel.   
Update on Frankie Tenorio:  They have constructed a ramp at his home and he now has a minivan for transportation.  He is already playing wheelchair rugby.  His mental, physical, and emotional strength continues to be amazing.  Thank you so much for your continued prayers for this young man.

We put an offer in on a house!!  The house is about two miles outside of Tahoe City on the main road.  It is a 4 bedroom, two bath house with a 2 car garage.  It is almost 1900 sf.  The seller has accepted the offer.  However, it is a “short sale” situation so we are waiting on the bank that holds the paper to accept, counter, or reject our offer.  The amount owed on the house is $750K.  The owner had insurance on some of the loan so the bank will get some of the money that they are owed.  We offered $450K.  It will still need about $20,000 worth of work done on the house (electrical, plumbing, and roofing).  Since house prices have dropped dramatically here we think we are in the ballpark.  Short sales are notorious for taking 4-6 months.  Please keep this situation in your prayers.  To show that we were a serious contender on the house we put $5,000 in an escrow account.  If the sale does not go through we get the money back.  
Prayer requests:

Merrill is one of our A+ parents.  He is donating his real estate services.  He called me this month with tragic news.  His 14 year old niece was killed in a skiing accident in Colorado.  Her family attends church there in CO.  Merrill was really moved by the funeral service.  1,200 people came to the funeral!  Merrill and I had a great God conversation.  His heart is making steps toward Jesus.  Please keep Merrill and his family in prayer.  Pray that God would heal the hurt of losing their niece and that Merrill would come to know Jesus.  

I will be attending the Olympics in Vancouver.  One of our ski chaplains, Debi, and I will drive up.  We are planning on leaving on February 8 and returning on the 27th.  We will join the Baptist “More than Gold” effort.  It is our goal to help people of the world to know that a relationship with Jesus Christ is worth “More than Gold.”  The world will literally pass in front of our eyes.  Please pray that God will direct our steps, our words, and our work for Him.  At this time, they are still picking our Olympic team.  We have at least 3 former Big A Club kids who may make the Olympic teams.
