Macallan is a 3 year old.  When his Mom tells him that he is coming to My Morning Out, Macallan shouts, “Yeah, I’m going to my happy church!”  This family does not go to church anywhere YET!

The preschoolers learned about Easter. For some of them it is the first time they’ve heard about Easter.  The next week they were learning about how small things like seeds, light, salt, and yeast make such a big difference.  They had also been studying the letter “Y” that week.  One of the kids said, “The letter Y is in Yeaster (Easter!)

Favorite things I’ve seen God do this month:

Ryan came to A+ as a child.  In the 4th grade he accepted Christ.  He’s graduated from college and is working as an engineer in town.  Ryan preached his first sermon ever at our church this past month.  He did a great job!  Ryan feels called into the ministry. Ryan is also head of the “Snowboarders for Christ” ministry.  I hope this story encourages you to keep on keeping on!  We had no idea any of this was going to happen.  We continue to plant seeds day after day and wonder if anything is happening.  Then God gives you a glimpse and reminds us, “Yes I AM on the job!”  

Delaney started out in My Morning Out and she is now part of the preschool ministry.  Delaney and her Mom came to church for the first time last week.  

Max, a third grader asked, “What would happen if Jesus didn’t die for us?”  The third-sixth grade class children are asking some great questions.  Some of them are getting very close to asking Jesus in their hearts.  Please pray for them.  

One of our semester missionaries, Megan, was telling the story of the preschoolers the story of the fiery furnace and how three men did not want to bow down to the statue.  When she asked who they wanted to worship they shouted, “The One True God, the God of Heaven.”  

Bailey’s Mom is a police officer.  One of the county police officers was cleaning his gun at home.  He left the room for just a second and his three year old got the gun, shot herself, and died.  Bailey was having a really hard time at school after she’d heard the news.  The school called and asked if Bailey could come on over to A+ in the morning.  We said, “Sure!”  When it came to prayer time they prayed for this family.  After prayer time was over Bailey said, “I’m going to ‘double pray’ (meaning she wanted to pray again) because it was such a big thing.”  Even though she is only in the third grade she knows to come to God and the church for help, comfort, and strength in a time of crisis.  One of our missionaries babysat the children that night so that Bailey’s parents could be there to support this family is their time of crisis.  

Gary is a man who has been there for this community for years.  His 20 year old son died from an accidental overdose of drugs.  Pastor Dan was out of town so I did the funeral.  There were so many young people and community members there at the service.  Most who attended the funeral are not Christians YET!  I tried my best to show my love and God’s love to this family and our community.  I talked a lot about love and the love relationship that Jesus wants to have with us.  At the end of the service I shared this story: 

“I work out of my home office part of the day.  The rest of the day I come down here to the church and work with the beautiful children of our community.  When the children arrive there is a kid named Cole who shouts my name “Miss Debbie” and nearly knocks me over with his hug.  It’s the best part of my day!  Can you imagine jumping into our Heavenly Father’s arms and yelling, “Daddy!” and hugging God’s neck?  What a picture of love!  Keep that picture in mind as you think of Michael.” Cole was actually at the service and was hugging everyone in sight after the service.  Cole is a second grader who is influencing his world.  Nell talked to him after the service and told him how much good he is doing by loving people.  Cole said, “I just let the Glory of the Lord shine through me!” Yes, I am crying as I type these words!       

Easter was an interesting day.  We were able to have the Easter sunrise services on the beach.  It was 19 degrees and a big storm was coming.  Instead of the 150 people who show up we probably had 60 people.  It was cold but so gorgeous.  We put a cross in the sand on the beach.  There’s also a stained glass cross on a table.  When the sun pops over the mountain it is stunning.  We then had Easter services at the church.  Ski ministry was another story.  By the time ski ministry rolled around we were able to have services at 4 ski areas instead of the normal 6.  The tops of two of the mountains were closed due to high winds and blizzard conditions.  The areas that were open didn’t have nearly as many people as usual due to the weather.  These are the kinds of days that you learn faithfulness to proclaim the gospel “no matter what!”  You also know that the people who do attend really want to be there!    

 I continue to play phone tag with my contact at Sierra Ski Ranch.  I feel that we will be able to do ski ministry there next season.  Pray that this becomes a reality.  
These past two weeks I took my annual “get out of the snow” trip to somewhere warm.  My roommate and I went to Maui.  The whales were phenomenal.  I went on 5 whale watches the first week.  I think I am addicted!  The second week I sat on the beach and rested and read.  I felt rested by the time it was time to come home.  That was a good feeling.  I highly recommend taking the time to “Be still and know that He is God!”
