The 1st and 2nd graders were having a Bible study with Chelsea.  They were trying to understand the life of Jesus and how His actions and love made Him stand out from everyone else.  “Chelsea asked, ‘How did Jesus stand out from everyone else?’”  Cole answered, “Well, He had a beard and a moustache!” 

 

When Andrew, a four year old, found out that he is going to A+ preschool, he raised his eyebrows and squealed with delight, “There are lots of girls there!”  Look out girls, here comes Andrew!

 

Reilly is a preschooler.  She came in one day and said, “"Look how shiny my teeth are.  I went to the dentist!”

 

Nell asked the discipleship class if they knew what we were celebrating on Memorial Day.  Sunshine raised her hand and says, "It is when we honor our veterinarians.  Or is it vegetarians?”  Nell explained about veterans and how they have served our country.
 

Favorite things I’ve seen God do this month: 
Kelly walked the kids to the bus to go to school one morning.  She hugged each kid before they got on the bus.  Emily, Oliver’s Mom, saw this happen and it really touched her.  We think it is the big things that we do that help those who aren’t Christians yet to see Jesus, but it really is the little things that people notice!  This parent saw Kelly loving her child and treating her child like he was her own.  This is a true picture of how God loves us!

 

Chelsea was talking with the kids about hearing and obeying God.  Cole a 2nd grader said, “God doesn’t speak out loud.  But you can hear Him with your heart.”

 

A teacher in our town died of pancreatic cancer.  She came to our church for several years.  Our pastor did the funeral at the local grade school.  The gym was packed.  The whole community came.  Our pastor preached a great sermon.  We are continuing to minister to this family.  It was a very affirming day in many ways.  We saw many of our Big A/A+/PNO children and families.  Many of them spoke of how our ministries have served, loved, and helped them through the years.  Several of them said, “What would we do without you!”   

 

Edith’s Mom filled out the paperwork to come to A+.  When they drove into the church parking lot for the first time, the 3 year old said, “God is there Mom!”  The Mom has been a Christian for three years and they may start coming to our church.    

 

This past month was exciting.  Our church licensed Ryan to the gospel ministry.  Ryan accepted Christ as a 4th grade boy at A+.  His Mom and Dad are not Christians yet.  Without A+ and your support of the mission work here, Ryan would not be a Christian or a minister. 

 

We had our preschool graduation and promotion this month.  In the audience were people who were the parents of children graduating and promoting.  Three of them in the audience were in our ministries when they were children.  Now they have children in the ministries.  Our ministries bring such a sense of community, stability, and God.  It seems that each day I see the “bigger picture” of what God is up to and it is bigger than I can dare to dream or imagine!  

 

It has been a month of seeing God’s hand at work in my life.  About a month ago I started having some symptoms that I knew were not good.  This prompted ultrasounds, biopsies, and finally a diagnosis.  I was diagnosed with stage 1 non-aggressive cancer in my uterus.  I had a robotic (Da Vinci) total hysterectomy on June 11.  (I tell people they played video games inside of me!)  From the time the problem started to the surgery date was one month.  I am abundantly joyful to tell you that they got all the cancer!! 

 

Let me give you some examples of how things that happened long ago touched my life in the past month.  Ben came to Big A Club as a child.  Ben and his wife Kim are now physician’s assistants in Reno.  First of all, this was like having my own concierge doctors!    They patiently answered every question. They translated things when I didn’t understand what the doctor was saying.  Ben and Kim also knew the physician’s assistant in the gynecologist oncologist’s office.  She would keep them updated on the latest news of my case.  This physician’s assistant had the day off on the day of my surgery.  She came in and assisted on my surgery on her day off because of her love for Ben and Kim! 

 

Caitlin came to Big A Club as a child.  Her Mom, Kerry, has been one of my dear friends for year.  She now works at Stanford Hospital.  She works with the doctor who wrote the definitive work on women’s health issues.  Kerry also patiently answered my questions.  Those of you who know me well know that I always have a million questions.  She conferred with her doctor friends and they affirmed that the doctor I was going to in Reno was the best in the area for what I had.  Her doctor friends at Stanford kept an eye on my progress, diagnosis, surgery, etc.  Kerry and my friend Nell were there with me the day of the surgery and were with me every step of the way. 

 

The doctor and the physician’s assistant I went to just recently won first place on a paper they wrote for a medical paper contest.  The paper was about the Da Vinci robotic surgery.   I was in the Great Physician’s hands.  God also provided the best human hands in the area for me!  

 

The first week of recovery was also time to have my annual back flow prevention test for my sprinkler system.  I didn’t want to have to run up and down the stairs of my house to get the water shut off and on but I also didn’t want to give some stranger the code to my garage door.  Who do you think showed up to do the test?  One of my former Big A kids!  He’s 29 years old now!  He looked at me and said, “You were my teacher at church!”  I almost started crying.  I said to God, “You really do have every detail of my life under control!”  I trusted him and gave him the code.  I knew that he’d lost his Dad in the past 3 months.  I got to minister to him about his loss.  I’ve been on the receiving end of ministry so much lately that it felt really good to give to someone else.  This action reminded me that those who have cared for me through this journey love ministering to me as much as I love ministering to others. 

 

The bottom line is I had cancer for a month!  Thank you Jesus!  There is a 95% chance that my cancer will not reoccur.  I like those statistics!  I will be in what they are calling a surveillance program for the next 5 years.  I will be checked out 4 times a year for the next two years and then 2 times a year until I hit the 5 year mark.

 

The doctors say that I will be at 90% energy level by 4 weeks.  Right now I have days where I feel great and days where I am tired.  I’m doing lots of computer work.  Tomorrow I will go sit at the registration table for carnival day for a couple of hours.  Last year on this day we had 177 kids.  I promise I will behave myself!  Thank you for all of your prayers, love, and support.
