House Update:

We did finally hear from the bank on the short sale.  We offered them $450,000 and they came back with an offer of $539,000.  Both the listing real estate agent and our real estate agent have written the bank and said this is an offer that no one will take in this economy.  The house needs $20-40K worth of work.  Whoever turned off the water didn’t drain the pipes correctly and there are holes in pipes we can see and there may be others we can’t see.  The electrical also isn’t up to code.  We were expecting to put donated labor into this house plus the cost of the materials but we think there are other options if the bank does not come back with a better offer.  Please continue to keep this in your prayers.  I have my eye on another house but I am waiting for God to give us a clear message on whether to keep waiting or pursue other options.  It doesn’t look like the housing market is going to get better any time soon, so we have some time to hear God clearly.
