The kids were studying the story of Abraham.  April asked, “Does anyone know who Abraham is?”  Daniel Dye, a first grader, raised his hand and said, “Yes I know about Abraham.  His last name was Lincoln and he was the president with the tall black hat and the beard.”  (This reminds me that we are starting with no prior Bible knowledge with most of these children!”)

Trevor just started Kindergarten today.  Trevor is full of life and is sometimes a handful.  When he heard Luke Buchanan’s name called he said, “I like the “canon” part of Luke’s name the best.” We thought to ourselves, “Of course, you do!”  

Favorite things I’ve seen God do this month:  

The internal stitches from my cancer surgery had been very slow in healing.  However, I found out last week that I am completely healed!  Thank you Jesus!  I thank all of you for your wonderful prayer support.  There is a 95% chance that the cancer will NOT return.  I am on a 5 year surveillance program.  For the first two years I go back for a check up 4 times a year.  Then the check ups gradually decrease.  I am so thankful that the cancer was caught and dealt with very early.     

We’ve had an offer in on a house for future staff since December 18, 2009.  It was in a short sale which really should be called a long sale.  Things started popping last week (8 months after the original offer!)  The bank first came back with an offer of $539,000.  We countered with $450,000.  They came back at $459,000.  We accepted!  With the real estate fees, etc. the cost of the house will around $480,000.  There will be other costs as well to get things repaired, walls painted, utilities turned on, etc.  I’ve filled out loan papers at the bank and things are rolling along.  It will probably take 6 weeks or so before we own the house.  Apparently with the interest rates being so low, banks are behind on paperwork due to refinancing and people snagging house bargains.  In case you don’t think this is a bargain.  The man who previously owned the house paid over $700,000 for the house about 2.5 years ago.  We’ve looked at a lot of houses and this is the best one as far as location, price, and shape of the house!  It is totally God’s provision!  The real estate agents involved in this deal cannot believe that we got this house for this price.  We are telling them that it is God.  One of the real estate agents brings his children to the program and donated his services for free or we’d be paying much more!  He and his family are not Christians yet, but God is working in their lives and it has been a witnessing and ministering experience.  

We did our summer children’s musical and slide show at the end of July.  We had 71 kids up on the stage and the church was packed with their parents, grandparents, friends, etc.  The musical was called “Famous Kids of the Bible.”  It was so beautiful to see children who do not know Jesus (yet) singing with their whole hearts about Jesus.  There was a very sweet song in the musical called “Best Friends.”  The song tells the story of David and Jonathan.  The two second grade boys who were playing David and Jonathan spontaneously said to the crowd before their song, “Get out the Kleenex.  This song is a real tear jerker!”  The audience laughed at them but by the time the song was over there wasn’t a dry eye in the house.  I remembered again that night what a responsibility and joy God has given us.  80% of the kids and the parents do not know Jesus yet.  They are well on their way to understanding more of Jesus after this musical!

One of the songs that I loved the most in the musical was a song called, “Just a Little Bit.”  One of the lines in the song says, “Just a little bit is more than enough by His holy touch!”  I marvel that this has been the story of my life.  God took Campbell’s soup labels and multiplied them into vans.  We are still driving some of those vans 11 years later to pick up volunteers, taking kids on field trips, picking them up from school to bring them to our ministries, taking youth to youth camp, etc.  Then God is used ink jets, cell phones, and laser toners to buy more vans and now to buy a house!  Just a little bit is more than enough by His holy touch!  I am constantly reminded that how we love and serve people in Jesus name will be more than enough!  

After the slide show we did a slide show of pictures of kids that we’ve taken throughout the summer.  God used those pictures to remind me that these kids and families need Jesus.  I thought, “If I love these kids this much, how much more does a holy God love them!”     

Kacey was teaching the kids about the story Jesus told about the man who couldn’t walk and his friends carried him to Jesus and he was healed.  Tavis, a kindergartener said, “Whoa! Jesus can do that!  Jesus is so cool!”  

Graeme is very close to asking Jesus into Jesus into his heart.  Noelle has also started asking the kinds of questions that let you know that she is getting closer to asking Jesus into her heart.  School starts this week.  Our “How to Become a Christian” and the “Discipleship” class will start again next week.
