Nicole brought her son to our programs several years ago.  She became a Christian through our ministries.  Nicole moved away and we hadn’t seen her for a while.  She stopped by one day to tell us that she is volunteering at two soup kitchens.  She said “I want to give back to other people like you guys gave to me!”

You should have sent your child to A+!”  A couple of semester missionaries have had great God conversations with this teacher.  Pray that she will ask Jesus into her heart. 
Ben was one of our Big A Club kids years ago.  He and his wife just had their second baby.  My roommate Nell and I went to see Ben, Kim, and baby Noah at the hospital.  It turned out that a few minutes after we arrived that they were getting released.  We helped them get all of the stuff and Noah out to the car.  As we went through the lobby a couple sitting there said, “Have fun Grandma!”  I’ve never had kids but as I reflected, God has blessed me with lots of kids and grandkids.  My prayer to God was always, “Lord, help me be a Mom to some kids like my Mom was a Mom to me!”  God has abundantly answered that prayer!
